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PUBLIC NOTICE No. CMD-01/2026

Trade advisory

It is to bring into notice of trade that the United States vide an Executive Order dated15"
December 2025 has designated illicit fentanyl and its analogues as well its core precursor
chemicals such as Piperidone or other Piperidone-based Substances as Weapons of Mass
Destruction (WMD). This enables the application of stringent provisions of counter-WMD
authorities under US law.

It is to mention that the Fentanyl and its analogues and its precursors viz. ANPP, NPP,
Norfentanyl, 4-AP, N-BOC-4-AP, N-BOC-4-Piperidone and 4-Piperidone are already
regulated under the NDPS Act, 1985. However the recent intelligence and enforcement actions
highlight growing concerns over the diversion of fentanyl precursor chemicals primarily
Piperidone based substance for illicit purposes. Though some of these have wide legitimate
uses, the potential of their misuse in clandestine synthesis of Fentanyl poses high-risk
challenges in global supply chains. It has been informed that recently following chemicals with
their given CAS Nos shipped from India are found in fentanyl products seized in USA:

Many of these chemicals already under International Special Surveillance List (ISSL)
provided by CBN on its website https://cbn.gov.in and online portal https://cbnonline.gov.in.
In order to facilitate legitimate international trade of the substances under ISSL, the CBN has
already advised trade through Public Notice dated 02.09.2025 to obtain NOC and many firms
are regularly applying and obtaining the same. Since India is one of the major manufacturer-
exporter of such chemicals therefore, there may be more such exporters and traders who are
still not applying for obtaining NOC.

Now, in view of the aforesaid development, all exporters and traders of the such
chemicals including Fentanyl analogues and other Piperidone derivatives are strongly
advised to obtain LIGHT-NOC from the Central Bureau of Narcotics (CBN). The CBN
being Competent National Authority for international trade in controlled drugs and dual use
chemicals issues LIGHT NOC through hassle free online mechanism to facilitate the genuine
trade.
